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DESIGN INFORMATION

Sweetgrass is a shallow triangle shawl knit mostly in Stockinette stitch with a
simple eyelet border and knitted-on lace edging. The stitch pattern of the lace
edging is easy to rememlber, and instructions are provided in both charted
and written formats. Sweetgrass is a great pattern for any shawl knitter, from
the beginner to the adventurous.

The yardage requirements make this a great one-skein project. With the right
yarn choice, this shawl can take you from summer into fall, and it will pair well
with most outfits.

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS
58" [ 147.5 cm wingspan by 24" [ 61 cm deep, including the lace edging

YARN
Megs & Co Ellis - Lace weight; 80% Rambouillet, 20% Fine Wool, 600 yards (549
meters) / 95 g (3.35 0z); 1 skein, photographed in Dahlia

Or ~5660 yards of a lace-weight yarn

GAUGE
25 sts and 30 rows = 4" over Stockinette stitch, blocked

NEEDLES

US 3/ 3.25 mm 32" circular needles, or size to obtain gauge

Note: The shawl is worked back & forth in rows. Circular needles are used to
accommodate the number of stitches.

TOOLS
Tapestry needle, blocking wires, blocking pins

Lace Edging

2 (RS)

WRITTEN INSTRUCTIONS
Lace Edging

Row 1 (WS): ST wyib, k1, yo, yo, k2.
Row 2 (RS): k2, (k1, p1, k1) in double yo from previous row, dropping the second
yo, ki, join.

Row 3: Sl wyib, k6.

Row 4: K6, join.

Row 5: SIT wyib, k6.

Row 6: BO 3 sts, k2, join.

RS: knit
® WS knit

\/ WS: slip knitwise with yarn in back

grey no stitch
(a]8) Yo, yo
N3 ks, p1, k1) in 1 stitd
RS bind off

Join: On every RS row, the last join stitch is a k2tog, worked over last st from the
edging, and first st from the shawl body.
